make and ordaine this my Last Will and Testament  in manner and forme following

 that is to say.  First I give and bequeath my Soule into the hands of  Almighty

God my Maker by whom in and through the merits of Jesus Christ my Redeemer

I hope to be saved And ^ body to the earth from whence it came and hopeing that

it shall receive a joy full resurrection at the last day  And for my worldly goods I

dispose of them as followeth  Item I give and bequeath unto Luke my Son the

house wherein I now live with the Downland and all other the appurtenances

therounto  belonging  And one Acre of Arable Land lying in Greeneditch next

the land of Thomas Seamer towards the North after the decease of Mary my wife
to him the said  Luke my Son and his heirs for ever   Also I give and bequeath

unto the said Luke Norfolke my Son one Acre of Pasture lying by Sayes Lade which

I  purchased  of  Samuel Thornton  Esqr  and Two Acres of Arable Land lying in

Bancroft field which I bought also of Samuel Thornton Esqr to him the said Luke
Norfolke my Son and his heirs for ever  Item I give and bequeath unto John
Norfolke my Son and his heirs for ever One Acre and halfe acre of Land lying in

foylowe  being part Arable and part thereof pasture next the Land of Richard

Pechey Gent toward the East and Also One Acre of Arable Land lying in 

Clipsall-Field Chauntery – furlong in gte next  the field of John Pechey west

the other part thereof is broadland Also One Acre of Arable-land lying

in Downfield in two furlong the north head abutteth upon the style going into 

Closes the South abutteth upon the Land of Thomas Chicholey Esqr Also One Acre

more of Arable land in the same field lying in the middle furlong next the Land of

John Norfolke west And the Acre of  Downland at Sand streete at the Towns

end next the Croft of John Warren toward the South to enter upon when or so soon as

he shall attain the age of One and Twenty yeares  Item I give and bequeath

unto Alexander Norfolke my Son and his heirs for ever Two Acres of Arable land

lying in Clipsall-field whereof one Acre lyeth next the land of William Pament               towards the North the Easthend abutteth upon Swale way  with the other Acre

lyeth in Chauntery furlong  near the land of William Pamont West And one

Acre of Arable land lying in Downfield next the Land of Thomas Stockton  East

And also Two half Acres of Arable Land lying in Noditchfield One half Acre thereof

lyeth next the Land of Peter Wainford on the West side the other halfe acre lyeth

at Burwell fenn side next the Land of Thomas Chichley Esqr East And One Acre

of Downland lying at Sand streete at the Towns end and next the land leading 

into Brooke streete North  And also my Moiety of a parcell of ground lying at

Mettham with a Moiety of halfe a liberty of fold-course so soone as he shall attain

to his full age of  One and Twenty yeares. Item I give and bequeath unto Mary
my daughter Forty pounds of lawfull money of England  to be paid unto her by

my Executrix at her age of One and Twenty Yeares or day of her Marriage which shall

First happen  Item I give and bequeath unto Alice my daughter forty pounds

of lawfull money of England to be paid unto her by my Executrix at her age of

One and Twenty yeares or day of her marriage, which shall first happen Item I

give and bequeath unto that child which Mary my Wife is now withall be it Son or

Daughter forty  Pounds of lawfull money of England to be paid unto it by my Execu-

trix at the age of One and twenty yeares or day of its marriage which shall first

happen  And also my Will and meaning is that Luke my Son Son shalt not enter or

have any of the profits of the Land and  tenement  formerly bequeathed unto him

until he shall  attaine to his full age of One and Twenty yeares  And also my Will &

meaning is that if the Child that Mary my wife is now withall shall happen to die 

before it shall attaine its full age of One and Twenty yeares  Then my Will is That

Alexander my Son shall have Twenty Pounds of the money and porton hereby

bequeathed unto it the Child that Mary my wife is now withall and Mary and

Alice my daughters Ten Pounds a piece being the residue of the forty pounds

bequeathed unto the Child my said wife is now withall  And further my will and

meaning is That if any of my said Children do die before they attaine to their

full age of One and Twenty yeares or before their daies of Marriage as aforesaid

Then my Will and meaning is That the portons of them or any of  them so dying  

shall be equally divided betweene them living   Item I give and bequeath unto

Mary my wife all the profits of my Lands formerly beathed my said Sons until

they attaine to their said several  ages of One and Twenty yeares  And all the

residue of my Goods and Chattels of whatsort or kind soever (excepting my house-
hold stuffe which I give and bequeath unto my children to be equally divided amongst

them after the decease of the said Mary my wife and the said Mary my wife to have

the use of them during the terme of her naturall life  And I do ordaine and make

the said Mary my wife sole Executrix of my last will and Testament to pay my

debts and Legacies  and to receive  my debts and to see my body decently buried with

Christian Buriall  In Witness whereof I have hereunto set my hand and seale the

day and yeare first above written Luke Norfolke Sealed and declared for my Last

Will and Testament in the presence of Jno  Pechey the elder Nichas Cowper

THIS WILL WAS PROVED AT LONDON

before the Judges for Probat of Wills and granting Administrators law

fully authorised the One and Twentieth day of May in the yeare of our Lord

One Thousand  Six Hundred and fifty nyne by the Oath of Mary Norfolke
Relict and sole Executrix in the said Will named to whom Administration was

granted of all and singular the goods chattels and debts of the said deceased

She being first  sworne  by Comission truly and faithfully to Administer the

Same
